The Way We Are – Meeting

Did you see the movie “Collateral” with Jamie Foxx, Tom Cruise, and Jada Pinkett-Smith?  Well, in one scene Pinkett-Smith’s character is in the back of Foxx’s character’s taxi talking about how nervous she is to prosecute her big trial the next day.  Even though she’s spent tons of time preparing for the trial, she says she fears someone is going to figure out that she doesn’t belong there and doesn’t know what she’s talking about.  That’s Imposter Syndrome!





On this past December 6th, SWE hosted a webinar entitled “Overcoming the Impostor Syndrome: How to Feel as Bright and Capable as Everyone Seems to Think You Are” presented by Dr. Valerie Young who has published a book on the topic.





Lots of people, not just women, will explain away their success with thoughts such as “I lucked out” or “I had a lot of help” and hope no one discovers that they really aren’t capable and talented, but they really are!  Impostor Syndrome is also associated with both a fear of success and a shame in making mistakes, so people will deliberately hold back to protect themselves.  “If I’m successful, I will have all this attention and be pressured to repeat past success.”





To fight Impostor Syndrome, Dr. Young recommends you recognize the legitimate role luck, timing, and help from other people can play in your success, but don’t dismiss your own role.  She also suggests not agonizing over perfection because perfectionism “has nothing to do with high standards.  Perfectionism is a refusal to let yourself move ahead.”
